Kinship Care in ECEAP

What is Kinship Care?

Kinship care is the full-time care of children by relatives or suitable others.

ECEAP eligibility is the same for children in formal kinship care established by the state
or tribe and informal kinship care arranged by parents or other family members.

For a child in kinship care, count only the amount of the Department of Social and
Health Services Non-Needy Relative, In Loco Parentis, or Legal Guardian grant; SSI
payment; or tribal payment applicable to the ECEAP child. If there is no grant, count

the income as zero. :
